HOSTEL

There are two separate hostels for boys and girls accommodating about 

1200 students. All the hostels have necessary infrastructure and modern kitchen. 

The inmates are provided with a cot, a chair and a table. There is a cooperative 

store available in the hostel, to serve the day-to-day needs of the inmates.  Hostel 

admission form is available in the hostel office for sale on payment.

LIBRARY FACILITIES

The spacious library with a collection of about 34,777 books and 425 

periodicals. There are technical, general and reference books to cater the needs 

of the various branches of study. The periodical collection consists of 272 

International periodicals which include the publications of IEEE, ASME, IEE, 

Sage, etc,. There are about 1,540 CDs in the library which can be used in the 

library itself.

The Central Library consists of Reference Section, Journal Section, Digital 

Library, Reading Hall, Stack-Room and Binding Section. The library has unique 

collection of Encyclopedia, Handbooks, Textbooks, Journals, Video Cassettes 

and CD’s etc. to cater the needs of various branches of study.

The Library is fully automated. It consists of modules of Acquisitions, 

Cataloguing, Circulation, Serial Control, Article Indexing & OPAC. Circulation 

system of books is based on Bar-Code. OPAC provide facilities to Staff & 

Students to access the Books and other Reading materials available in the 

library.

Reprography facility is available in the library to help the users take 

photocopy of the required library materials. There is a digital library with the 

student Project Reports and other College Publications. There is a library 

committee represented by various departments to advise the librarian on the 

books and journals that are to be purchased.

The rules and regulations to be followed in the library are given below. They 

are intended to regulate the use of library resources and will be reviewed 

periodically to meet the changing needs.

Conditions of Loan

1. All books must be returned on or before the due date.

2. Book will be renewed only if there are no reservations.

3. Books have to be presented physically at the Circulation Desk for 

renewal.

4. For late return of books overdue charges will be levied as per 

following:

For 2 days Rs. 0.50 /Day/book
After 2 days and upto 30 days Rs.1.00 /Day/book
After 30 days and upto 90 days Rs.2.00 /Day/book
After 90 days Rs.5.00 /Day/book

5. After Issue or Return of documents, the members are requested to 

check the Status of their membership account for correct transactions. 

6. Student member should produce their identity cards along with library 

cards at the time of borrowing books.

7. Members are requested to check the condition of the book before 

getting it issued. Any damage should be immediately reported to the 

librarian failing which the member to whom the book was issued will 

be held responsible.

8. Reference book will not be issued.

9. Books that are in special demand may be lent out for a shorter period as 

may be necessary and books lent out may be recalled at any time, if 

required.

Loss of Books

1. Loss of any book borrowed must be reported immediately to the Library 

in the prescribed form available at the Circulation Desk.

2. Lost books must be replaced by the user with the latest edition with over 

due charges if any.

Loss of Library Cards 

1. Loss of Library Cards should be reported at the library immediately.

2. Duplicate Library cards will be issued on penalty payment of Rs. 100/- 

for staff and Rs. 200/- for student members for each library card and on 

giving an undertaking that they will continue to be held responsible for 

any loss occurring from inadvertent use or misuse of tickets lost.

Reservation of Books 

Members can reserve the books, which are already issued. The reserved 

books, after their return, will be kept at the counter for two days for issue to those 

who have reserved.  If they fail to collect the books within two days, the books 

will be given to the members in the waiting list.

Access to  E  Resources

The Library provide facilities to access IEEE, IEE, ASME, Sage and Online 

Periodicals. Members are permitted to use this facility after entering the register 

maintained in the Digital Library.

No Dues Certificate

All student members  should return their library cards at the end of their 

final year and obtain “No Dues Certificate” from the library. Similarly the staff 

members who intend to leave the college should submit all the library cards and 

obtain “No Dues Certificate” from the library.

RAGGING  : AN OFFENCE

Ragging in any form, in any place or time is a Cognizable offence that will 

attract severe punishment including summary expulsion from the College / 

Institution / University.

Extract of Tamil Nadu Govt. Gazatte  Extra ordinary dt. 29.1.97 (Bill No. 8 

of 1997 Tamil Nadu Prohibition of Ragging Act)

1. In this Act, unless the context otherwise requires, 'Ragging' means 

display of noisy, disorderly conduct, doing any act which causes or is 

likely to cause physical or psychological harm or raise apprehension or 

fear or shame or embarrassment to a student in any educational 

institution and includes :-

(a) Teasing, abusing or playing practical jokes on, or causing hurt to 

such student; or

(b) Asking the student to do any act or perform something which such 

student will not, in the ordinary course, willingly act or perform.

2. Ragging within or outside any educational institution is prohibited.

3. Whoever directly or indirectly commits, participates in abets or 

propagates “Ragging” within or outside educational institution, shall 

be punished with imprisonment for a term which may extend to 2 years 

and shall also be liable to a fine which may extend to Rs. 10, 000/-

4. Any student convicted of an offence under section 4 shall also be 

dismissed from the educational institution and such student shall not be 

admitted in other educational institution.

5. Without prejudice to the foregoing provisions , whenever any student 

complains of ragging to the Head of an educational institution, or to any 

other person responsible for the management of the educational 

institution, shall inquire into the same immediately and if found true 

shall suspend the student, who has committed the offence, from the 

educational institution.

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INSTRUCTIONS TO STUDENTS

1. To enforce discipline among students, dress code of the college should be 
followed strictly by the students. They should attend the college with formal 
dress. The boys are not supposed to wear jeans and T-shirts when they attend 
college. Girls should wear churidars with pinned dupattas. 

2. Students should wear black or brown shoes only. 

3. Students should wear valid college ID card with tag and it should not be kept in 
the pockets/bag. Otherwise, they will not be permitted to enter the campus and 
attend the classes. 

4. All UG students should wear lab. coats whenever they attend laboratory 
classes.  

5. Students should not bring mobile phones to the college. For emergency, a 
common phone facility is available on payment basis. However, if a student is 
found using mobile phone, he/she will be suspended for 10 working days. In the 
beginning of every semester, every student on roll should register for that 
semester as per Registration Form with undertaking, failing which the student 
will not be permitted to attend classes.

6. Students should be regular and punctual in attending classes and all activities 
connected with the college. Late comers will not be allowed to attend classes 
under any circumstances. If a student does not attend any one of the periods in 
the Forenoon /Afternoon session, he/she will be marked absent for the entire 
Forenoon/Afternoon session respectively on that day. 

7. If a Student does not attend the college without prior permission for more than 
three days consecutively, the fact will be intimated to the parents. Parents 
should come and meet the HOD concerned along with the student and should 
give a written undertaking, confirming regular attendance thereof, and then only 
the student will be permitted to attend further classes.

8. Periodical Tests and Model examination will be conducted for all the 
departments on common dates as per the schedule, communicated in the 
beginning of every semester. 

9. If a student fails to attend periodical tests/model exam, the student will be 
awarded zero mark. No retest will be conducted unless recommended by 
concerned HOD / Principal. 

10. Internal marks (20) will be awarded purely based on the performance in the 
tests and attendance, as detailed below. 

i. Periodical Test 1 : 5 Marks
ii. Periodical Test 2  : 5 Marks
iii. Model Exam        : 5 Marks
iv. Attendance           : 5 Marks

 Marks for Attendance will be awarded as given below.

i. Attendance Percentage 76 to 80  : 1 Mark
ii. Attendance Percentage 81 to 85  : 2 Marks
iii. Attendance Percentage 86 to 90  : 3 Marks
iv. Attendance Percentage 91 to 95  : 4 Marks
v. Attendance Percentage 96 to 100 : 5 Marks

11. At the end of every periodical test, the progress report, will be handed over to 
students for getting the signature of their parents and the same should be 
returned to the coordinator within a week. 

12. During the working hours, students should be in their concerned classroom/lab 
or library. They should not loiter or gather in common places like Portico, 
pathways and canteen. 

13. Attendance percentage is calculated as follows

   Total number of periods attended
% Attendance    =    ---------------------------------------------------     x  100

Total number of periods conducted

Students having less than 75% attendance will be counseled by the Class 
Co-ordinator every fortnight. In turn, the student should submit an undertaking 
to the Co-ordinator, confirming regular attendance, thereof.

14. Indiscipline of students, in any form, will be viewed very seriously and such 
students will be issued TC, irrespective of their academic performance.

15. As per the rules of the Anna University, a student who fails to maintain more 
than 75% attendance, in a particular semester, will be detained. Such student 
will not be eligible to appear for the University examination in that semester and 
he cannot continue his studies in the subsequent semester. He has to redo the 
courses of that semester along with his juniors in the subsequent academic 
year. However, he will be permitted to appear for arrear examinations.

16. Students, who have three or more arrears, will be considered as poor 
performers and special classes will be conducted for such students from 
4.15pm to 5.15 pm on all working days. All the poor performers should attend 
such special classes without fail. Such of those poor performers, who secure 
more than 75% marks in all the subjects in the periodical test conducted 
subsequently, will be exempted from attending special classes. However, if 
such students do not perform well in the next Periodical Test, they have to 
attend special classes again. All the poor performers should abide by this rule 
of VEC and TC will be issued to the defaulters.

17. In practical classes, students should complete all previous record work in all 
aspects. In absence of that, they will not be permitted to carry out the next 
experiment. 

18. Students are strictly instructed not to attend any works such as NSS, Sports, 
Placement, Conference and Seminar without prior approval from the HOD 
concerned and Principal.
